George Strait Breaks His
Own Record!

George Strait’s 2006 Arena tour, has met
with unparalleled success in the mere 2
weeks since its kick off on January 12th in
Des Moines, IA. After playing only 1 week
Strait did what few artists have done by
selling out the next three shows.

The sellouts began on January 19th in
Omabha at the Qwest Center in front of an
audience of 15,200. The next sellout came
on the 20th in Oklahoma City at the Ford
Center with 18,500 in attendance. Strait’s
next was in Little Rock, AR on the 21st
where he hosted Alltell Arena’s largest
crowd in the history of the venue. Strait,
along with opening acts Miranda Lambert
and Tracy Lawrence, played to a sellout
crowd of 17,559 people beating the arena’s
previous attendance record of 17,229 peo-
ple, set by Strait on February 25, 2004.

“This was a great week to be George
Strait,” says tour promoter Ben Farrell. “To

The tour will hit 28 cities in the U.S. and

Canada culminating in June. Once again
Strait will employ the center stage configu-
ration allowing him to face all sides of the
crowd.

strait Does Country - Cool

George Strait proved why he’s one of the
most consistent country stars in the busi-
ness Friday night at the Xcel Energy Center
in St. Paul. The 53-year-old Texan turned
in a classy, compelling and gimmick-free
performance that kept the focus on his sup-
ple voice and smart songs.

Expertly backed by the 11-piece Ace in
the Hole Band, Strait made few conces-
sions to modern concert spectacle, beyond
his large stage planted in the center of the
arena, with floor seats surrounding it on all
sides.

The four microphones stationed on each
side of the stage - and four large video
screens perched above - allowed Strait to
give each section of the crowd ample face
time. It gave the evening an intimate feel-

ing - as intimate as it can get in front of
15,698 fans, that is.

Kicking things off with the boot-scooting
“Honk If You Honky Tonk,” Strait neatly
surveyed his entire 25-year career, from the
first song on his first aloum (“Unwound™)
to “She Let Herself Go,” which just hit No.
1 on the charts.

While his upbeat numbers like “Take Me
Back To Tulsa” were fun, Strait really took
flight on the ballads that showcased his
voice, which is impressive for any genre.
Early in the show, he turned in a particular-
ly majestic take on “Run” followed by the
unapologetically romantic “I Just Want to
Dance with You.”

Strait displayed a whiff of rebellion by
playing “Murder on Music Row,” his infa-
mous 1999 single that blasted Nashville for

going Hollywood. “Someone killed country
music, cut out its heart and soul.” But he
followed it up with the title cut from his
latest disc “Somewhere Down in Texas,” a
song as lush and likable as anything in his
estimable catalog.

Strait’s well chosen openers pleased the
crowd and fit in with the overall keep-it-
simple aesthetic. Dewy-eyed newcomer
Miranda Lambert turned in a fiery, fun set
focused on her gold-selling debut
“Kerosene,” while *90s star Tracy
Lawrence trotted out his rousing hits.

Each made full use of the stage and
screens, too, something nervous, aging
headliners don’t always allow, lest an ener-
getic upstart steal the show. But that’s not
the way Strait plays it, not that anyone
could upstage this guy anyway. ¢

They showered the seasoned Texas cow-
boy with applause from the start, but they
truly stood and cheered when he unleashed
the “Heartland” anthem a dozen songs into
his set.

“When you hear twin fiddles and a steel
guitar, you’re listening to the sound of the
American heart,” their hero sang, clad in
his signature creased Wrangler jeans.

And “King of Country” George Strait
kicked off his 2006 arena tour Thursday
night at Wells Fargo Arena. It was also the
first concert of the year for Des Moines’
new arena.

When Strait throws a party, he draws not
only a reliable crowd (12,106 on Thursday)
but the broadest possible age range. Multi-
generational family groups seemed to be
the norm. Big & Rich rebels, women who
swoon over Keith Urban, Merle Haggard
traditionalists, Kenny Chesney beach-
combers, even a few of the Willie Nelson

hippies - all seem to respect Strait’s easygo-
ing ballads and old-school Western swing.

Call him country’s Paul McCartney.
Maybe country's Sinatra, considering that
he’s more the crooner type, with twang.

It was hard to hear a chink in the armor of
Strait and his 11-piece Ace in the Hole
Band on Thursday - maybe the harmonies
in “Desperately.” Strait sailed through his
hits and reaffirmed that it takes a true pro to
sound effortless without slipping into sappi-
ness or rote delivery.

There was Gene Elders’ heartbreaking fid-
dle in “Amarillo By Morning.” Wicked
solos were tossed around during “Milk
Cow Blues.” Strait introduced “Does Forth
Worth Ever Cross Your Mind” as one of his
“golden oldies™ - but then most of them
were golden oldies, really.

From “Amarillo By Morning” to “She Let
Herself Go,” there weren’t surprises in
Strait’s set Thursday. But he’s long since
made plain that that isn’t his agenda. No,
his trademark is consistency. Nuance. He

Friday night, without pyrotechnics,
dancers or fancy gimmicks, George Strait
kept a sold-out Ford Center crowd happily
entertained and wanting more.

The low-key country superstar strolled
around his in-the-round stage singing hit
after hit, his crooked grin serving as the
cue to double the volume of the already
loud crowd.

Accompanied by his Ace in the Hole
Band, he kicked off his set with “Honk if
You Honky Tonk,” the sweet “Check Yes
or No,” and an early hit, “Amarillo By
Morning.”

With more than 30 albums and 400 songs
to choose from, the Texan provided a good
mix of old and new hits, plus two Western
Swing songs showing Strait hasn’t lost any-
thing over the years.

The decibel level of the audience did cred-
it to a rock show, and Strait kept pointing to
the audience, occasionally waving as he
traveled around the stage.

Hits continued. He played a lushly orches-
trated “Run,” the rhythmic “I Just Want to
Dance With You,” plus “Stars on the
Water,” “Blue Clear Sky,” “I Can Still
Make Cheyenne,” “Heartland,” “Does Fort
Worth Ever Cross Your Mind?” and “She’ll
Leave You With a Smile.”

His band cranked up the double fiddles
and steel guitar to do a pair of swing clas-
sics, “Take Me Back to Tulsa” and “Milk
Cow Blues,” which featured a bluesy Strait
and extended solos by band members.

The show wrapped up with “Seashores of
Old Mexico,” “She Let Herself Go,”
“Texas,” and “l Hate Everything.”

must be the subtlest arena star on the planet
- no flash, just a faithful band and velvet
voice.

As with his recent tours, Strait performed
on a stage in the center of the arena floor.
A microphone stood on each of its four
sides, and Strait simply strolled from one to
the next between songs.

In its entirety the night offered a country
artist for each decade: Strait, who came of
age in the ’80s; Arkansas native Tracy
Lawrence’s 1990s hits; and fellow Texan
Miranda Lambert’s 21st-century, rocked-up
twang that she introduced to the nation
with help from the reality-TV show
“Nashville Star.”

The first musician to take the stage,
Lambert quickly caused a stir with a short
but feisty 30-minute set. Sometimes she
sounded like a countrified Sheryl Crow, but
it was a cover of Steve Earle’s “Hillbilly
Highway” that provided her with a show-
stopper, followed by her signature hit,
“Kerosene,” to end her set.

Strait’s high energy encore fittingly ended
with “The Cowboy Rides Away.”

Newcomer Miranda Lambert opened the
evening with songs from her album such as
“What About Georgia,” “Bring Me Down”
and “Kerosene.”

Tracy Lawrence’s smooth vocals were
used well in his set peppered with his hits,
“Better Man, Better Off,” “If The World
Had a Front Porch,” “Alibis,” “Used to the
Pain,” “If | Don’t Make it Back,” Time
Marches On,” and “Paint Me a
Birmingham.”

This show was what a country concert
should be - a great variety of songs that
leave you ready to dance the rest of the
night away. We need more of these. &
