Sharing the same stage will be a great
time for us as well as the fans. The only
draw back will be choosing which songs to
do and which ones we have to leave off.”

Texas treasure, George Strait holds the
career record for CMA nominations with
seventy-one and the record for the most
number one singles by a single artist in any
genre. Strait has released 31 albums, all of
which have hit gold or platinum status,
selling over 62 million copies total. His lat-
est win was for the 2000 CMA Award for
“Vocal Event of the Year” for “Murder on
Music Row” with Alan Jackson. They
toured together during the 2001 George
Strait Country Music Festival.

Reigning CMA Entertainer and Male
Vocalist, Alan Jackson is currently nomi-
nated for eight ACM Awards including
Single, Song, Video and Vocal

Collaboration of the Year for the eight-
week #1 hit, "It's Five O'clock Somewhere
with Jimmy Buffett. Propelled by the suc-
cess of "It’s Five O'clock Somewhere" and
the chart-topping, "Remember When"
(Jackson's 31 #1 single), his Greatest Hits
Volume Il CD was recently certified triple
platinum. Jackson's 2004 tour is one of
country's hottest tickets on the road with
capacity crowd concerts across the country.
In 2003, singer/songwriter Jimmy Buffett
released Meet Me in Margaritaville: The
Ultimate Collection - a two-CD retrospec-
tive certified double platinum, a mini DVD

“MiniMatinee #1,” and four live double
CDs from select shows on his 2003 sum-
mer tour. His newest CD, License to Chill,
is scheduled for release later this year and
includes cuts with both Strait and Jackson.
Buffett is nominated for four ACM Awards
including Single, Song, Vocal Event and
Video of the Year for “It’s Five O’Clock
Somewhere.” Buffett and Jackson won
Vocal Event of the Year at the 2003
Country Music Association Awards for
their duet and were nominated for a 2004
Grammy Award.

For Solid, Pure Country,
‘We Love George Strait’

OK, we know George Strait’s about as
flashy as a lawn tractor salesman. Hold it.
He is a lawn tractor salesman, as least in
those commercials.

Flash be ... well ... darned. Write this
down: The 51-year-old Poteet, Texas,
native is among the most genuine, pure
country, platinum-selling, crowd pleasing
country artist out there.

For proof, all you had to do was amble
into the Gaylord Entertainment Center last
night when Strait brought his 2004 Tour to
town.

Actually, “amble” is a good word for
how Strait entered the arena, climbed the
square stage set in the center of the build-
ing and quietly went about his business.
There were no rock ‘n’ roll-style special
effects or flying cowpokes with wireless
headsets to be seen.

Just plain old George, clad in a starched,
yellow, button-down shirt, a black cowboy
hat, blue jeans, boots and a self-effacing
smile.

He followed opening acts country pop
vocalist Kellie Coffey and scraggly tradi-
tionalist Dierks Bentley. Both delivered
energetic sets, but in both cases the
biggest applause they got came when they
mentioned the headliner, the fellow who
brought the people here, the guy Coffey
called “the legendary king of country
music, Mr. George Strait.”

According to promoters, there were
17,860 tickets sold for the show, the sec-
ond-largest number in GEC history. To
please all in attendance, Strait worked all
sides of the *“in-the-round” setting magi-
cally from the moment he got things going
with “Honk If You Honky Tonk.”

The fans know the choruses and verses
and sang along during a virtual hit parade.
This is a guy who has sold 60 million
records and has had 50 No. 1 songs.

As he said early in the show, “We got a
lotta songs to play for you this evening -
some old ones, some new ones” going
back to when he first hit the charts in

1981.

Strait commands attention by delivering
stirring vocals and knowing when to step
aside, holding his guitar silently and let-
ting his Ace in the Hole Band deliver
sounds that would have pleased Bob
Wills.

All he had to do was stand still and gaze
as the fiddler finished the closing strains
of “I Can Still Make Cheyenne” to raise
the decibel level of screams inside the
GEC.

Bobbie Elliott, 47, and her husband,
David Elliott, 51, were among the many
who raised the noise level. They drove up
from Muscle Shoals, Ala., with their
daughter, for teen singer Alecia Elliott, to
see the show.

“We like George Strait,” said David

Elliott. “We haven’t been out in awhile.
This is the first concert we’ve been to in
years.”

“We don’t drive up here for anyone,”
said his wife.

That fan dedication is well earned and
appreciated. When launching into
“Amarillo By Morning,” Strait said: “We
used to sing this in honky-tonks in South
Texas. Y’all made it a hit for us, thank
you very much.”

Early in the show he closed a song by
saying, “That’s country, right there. | don’t
care who you are, that’s country.” Course,
he was talking about the song.

But the same could be said about the
guy. That’s country. Pure as a cold long-
neck, simple as a sawdust-covered bar-
room floor. And downright delicious. &

Country Singer’s Record-Setting
Show Filled With Strait Music

Country and western music legend
George Strait continues to attract record
crowds on his Honkytonkville tour, draw-
ing 17,811 for Saturday night’s concert, a
record attendance for North Little Rock’s
Alltel Arena.

Strait has been breaking attendance
records at venues all over the country, and
Saturday night he surpassed the Dixie
Chicks, which held the old Alltel record at
17,062.

The masses took the place in a denim
storm, fighting long lines between the
three acts, and leaving the corridors nearly
deserted while the man also known as the
“King of Country Music” was on the
stage.

The only thing longer than the beer line
with the string of hits Strait put together,

after he opened with “Honk If You Honky
Tonk” from his current album,
“Honkytonkville.” The man with 50 No. 1
hits in his illustrious career sang hit after
hit after hit after... well, you get the point.
Strait sprinkled six songs from
“Honkytonkville” into the mix of 24 songs
plus a three-song encore.

With the four-sided stage set in the mid-
dle of the arena, Strait did a little square
dance throughout the show, moving from
microphone to microphone, playing his
crowd to the hilt. You could tell when he
walked onto the stage in his starched but-
ton-down shirt and pressed bluejeans there
would be no nonsense.

Unlike most country acts today who turn
to the extravagance of fireworks,
flamethrowers, and, as Strait sings, “mix
drums and rock ‘n’ roll guitars in your
face,” this show was ‘us,” well, Strait

music.

Strait didn’t have a lot of conversation
with the crowd. He and his 12-member
Ace in the Hole band did all their talking
on a key of C, for cowboy, and he
appeared to be enjoying the audience as

much as they were enjoying him.

Strait closed the show with “The Cowboy

Rides Away” but it took him a while to
ride off. While his band kept playing,
Strait shook hands with anyone who could
reach him around the four sides of the

stage, and accepted cards and flowers and
gifts from many. He moved deliberately, as
if he didn’t want to miss anyone, or maybe
he just didn’t want to leave. &
